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Horn •ies and other insects have 
demonstrated the ability to develop 
resistance to insect control products. 
Continual expo-
sure of insects 
to a single class 
of insecticide 
may lead to the 
resistance to that class of insecticide. 
To reduce the possibility of horn •ies 
and other insects developing resistance 
it is important to rotate the class of 
insecticide and/or the method of horn 
•y control used on a seasonal basis.

 To assist with your pest manage-
ment strategy, NorthStar o€ers three 
insecticides with the most recent 

addition being Elector• Pour-On and 
Premise Insecticide. Elector• is a mem-
ber of a new unique class of insect 

control agents 
(Naturalyte‚) 
with no pre-
existing levels

To help ensure the prolonged useful-
ness of insecticides consider the fol-
lowing: 

Do not use less than the labeled �t��
rate of any insect control product.

Apply insect control agents when �t��
target pest populations have 
reached the economic threshold.

Include multiple tactics (cultural �t��
or biologic controls) within an 
integrated pest management pro-
gram.
